Parking – Please do not park along Dover’s Park in front of the school or on the Mountain Wood bend.  Park well away from the school entrance, taking care not to block residents’ driveways.  We encourage walking to school whenever possible. Please do not use the school carpark.
PE – During the autumn term, Y5 pupils and non-swimmers in Year
 6 are taken by coach to Corsham for swimming lessons.  Full details and dates will be provided at the time.
Playground – For safety reasons, please do not allow children to play on the climbing frame before and after school.  Also, please do not allow them to cycle or scoot in the busy playground.  By all means cycle and scoot to school but park up as soon as you arrive.  There are cycle stands near the main entrance. 

PPA time (Planning, Preparation & Assessment) - By law, teachers receive 10% of their time per week as non-teaching time, allocated for PPA time.  Our policy is to high-quality teaching for all classes during these periods.  We aim for continuity for pupils by providing the same teacher each week.  You will be informed of the name of your child’s PPA teacher for the school year.
School Ethos Council – A group of representatives (2 elected by each class from Years 2 to 6) meets regularly with the Headteacher to discuss pupils’ issues and concerns.  

School Uniform – School uniform is ordered through Michael Hope via his web site:  www.michaelhope.co.uk. Second-hand uniform is available from FOBS (the PTA).  Please ensure all uniform is labelled.
Sun cream – we encourage parents to apply 8 hour sunscreen to their child(ren) before school starts and for to bring in a hat to wear during outdoor play.
Water – All pupils are encouraged to bring a bottle of water (with sports cap) each day for drinking in class. There is also a drinking fountain in school and a drinking fountain in the playground.

After School Clubs – Staff run a variety of clubs straight after school until 4.15 pm. You will be notified each term of clubs that are running.
Annual School Events – Parents are usually invited to attend a number of events such as: 

· Harvest Festival and Christmas Carol Service (held at St. Swithun’s Church)

· Christmas and Summer Concerts

· Sports Day

· Events organised by FOBS e.g. Summer Fete

Full details of events will be communicated nearer the time of each event.

Collective Worship/Koinonia – This usually takes place daily and is of a broadly Christian nature.  Members of St Swithun’s Church visit to take Collective Worship on a weekly basis throughout the year.  During the Autumn Term the pupils of each class have an opportunity to share their interests in a Family Assembly.  Parents are invited to attend from 10.15 am for approximately half an hour.
Book Bag Communication – Parents are encouraged to check their child’s bag regularly for any letters, notices of events or clubs and information from class teachers.  Newsletters are also sent to parents via e-mail and are available on the school website. You will also be invited to sign up for Class Dojo which allows you to send and receive messages from the class teacher. 
Class swaps – In the summer term, time is allocated for each class to spend time with their next class teacher for the following school year.  
Dogs – Dogs are not permitted within the school grounds, including the playground

An active fundraising team of parents who organise a variety of events during the year including the summer fete.  We encourage you to support their efforts in whatever way you can.  Activities include:
Cake Sales – Run monthly after school by FOBS, as a fundraiser.  Each class takes a turn to bring in cakes to sell to the whole school.  Some sales may also be run by the older children and might include a bring-and-buy sale of toys/books. 
Mufti Days – Occasionally, as part of the school’s fundraising/charity activities, children may come to school in their own clothes in return for a small donation.  Full details are circulated via book bags/e-mail.
Houses – Upon entry to the school, children are allocated to a House – Blyton, Dahl, Morpurgo or Rowling.  Siblings will be placed into the same House.  A range of activities and events take place over the year as the Houses compete to gain the most house points. Each year, Year Six pupils are appointed as House Captains.
Infants/Juniors – Infants refers to Reception to Year 2, inclusive, and Juniors to Years 3 to 6, inclusive.
KS1/KS2 – KS1 stands for Key Stage 1 which refers to Year 1 and 2, KS2 stands for Key Stage Two which refers to Years 3-6 inclusive. EYFS refers to the Early Years Foundation Stage and children in Reception follow this curriculum.  
Lunch time/School meals – Lunch time is 12.00-1.05 pm.  We have 2 sittings –infants 1st and juniors 2nd.  School dinner menus are published termly and are sent home in book bags or can be accessed on the school website.

Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 are entitled to Universal Free Infant School Meals (UFISM).  You can choose to opt out of UFISM and send your child in with a packed lunch if preferred.  Please advise the school office if choosing to opt out.

Year 3 to Year 6 can opt to pay for school lunches via Parent Pay or send their child(ren) in with a packed lunch.
Weather permitting, those children bringing a packed lunch may eat outside.  
Morning Break – Fruit/vegetables are offered to all infants at morning break.  Older children may bring their morning snack from home (fresh fruit/veg only).  Under-5s are also offered milk. Please do not bring nuts or nut-based products into school – we have some children and staff who are allergic to nuts.
Parents’ Noticeboard – Just outside the main entrance to the school you will find the Parents’ Noticeboard with information including details of Bath and Wells Multi-Academy Trust, school menus, dates and outside resources.  There is also a FOBS notice board in the playground.
Wraparound Care – we offer Breakfast (7.30 to 9am) and After School (3.15 to 6pm) Clubs.  Ask at the School Office for details.
